 So as you begin to think about what you would like to hear preached in August and September, I 
also pray that you will take this new season to make the necessary changes in your life that will help you 
to grow more in your faith. òHow can a young man keep his way pure? By guarding it according to your 
wordó (Psalm 119:9). We remain faithful by guarding our hearts against evil according to Godõs Word! So 
set aside the time necessary to dig into scripture and be with God in prayer this summer!
